The International Center of Uzbek Culinary Art was established under the Association of Cooks of Uzbekistan with 

the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Uzbekistan from 10.10.2012 No. 289 "On measures to further 

improvement of the activities of catering enterprises and the professional level of its employees." 

The main goals and objectives of the center: 

• implementation of a set of measures for training, advanced training and retraining of employees and specialists 

for the catering industry. 

• organization of advanced training, retraining of workers and specialists of public catering enterprises, in 

accordance with the Law “On Education”; “The National Program for Personnel Training”, also by the Resolution 

of the Cabinet of Ministers “On Measures for the Further Improvement of the Activities of Catering Enterprises and 

the Improvement of the Professional Level of its Workers” from October 10, 2012 No. 289 ”; 

• providing teaching of disciplines and counseling by highly qualified specialists; 

• Improving the qualifications of the teaching staff of higher and secondary specialized vocational educational 

institutions. 

• development and implementation of methodological recommendations and manuals for training workers and 

catering specialists in modern forms and methods of organizing and managing catering; 

• issuing brochures and booklets, developing the necessary methodological literature, texts, materials for students. 

• organizing seminars for catering workers together with major hotels, restaurants, foreign partners and investors; 

• ensuring the development and implementation of innovation; 

• formation of a data bank of employees and catering specialists and its periodic updating; 

• monitoring and coordination of the activities of specialists in catering; 

• development and implementation of programs and initiatives to improve the level of guest service; 

• development of mechanisms for raising additional funds in the educational process;
